Facebook launch new ClickCEOP app

If you work with young people, then you'll know most of them will be using Facebook. You might
even be using it yourself... if so, you will want to know about a new, free application in Facebook

that is designed to keep young people safe while they are having fun networking online.

ClickCEOP is a new ‘app’ launched on Monday 12 July which links the young user directly from
their Facebook profile to help, advice and reporting facilities of the Child Exploitation and Online
Protection (CEOP) Centre — the police agency set up to tackle child abuse.

By adding the app, young people and parents can get support from CEOP on a range of issues —
viruses, hacking, dealing with bullying online and they can report someone who is acting

inappropriately towards them online.

If you have a Facebook profile, app and bookmark the app. If children in your care are on
Facebook, get them to search ‘ClickCEOP’ in Facebook and give them to chance to be one click
away from help — if they should ever need it.

ContactPoint database to be
scrapped

The Government has also confirmed its
intention to scrap the ContactPoint
database as soon as possible. Children
and Families Minister Sarah Teather
issued the following statement * We wil/
develop better ways of keeping children
safe. The investment made won't be
wasted because we can use the
technical expertise we've acquired to
protect those children most in need. But
the idea of a single national IT database
for all children has gone for good”
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Better frontline services to protect children

Professor Eileen Munro is conducting an independent
review of children’s social work and frontline child
protection practice. Children’s Minister Tim Loughton
and Professor Munro outlined the broad remit and
length of the review which will look at how to
remove the barriers and bureaucracy which prevent
social workers spending valuable time with
vulnerable children.

The Government review will build on the work of
Lord Laming’s Progress Report (March 2009) by
asking ‘what helps or hinders professionals from
making the best judgments and interventions they
can to protect a vuilnerable child?’

Ministers want to strengthen the profession so social
workers are in a better position to make well-
informed judgments, based on up-to-date evidence,
in the best interests of children, free from
unnecessary bureaucracy and regulation. Professor
Munro is due to submit her final report in April 2011,
an interim report in January 2011, and an initial
report in September 2010.
